Group Ride Protocol

RIDE OF SILENCE
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Participants should stay behind the ride 

leader.

Always ride with tra�c on the right side of 

the road.

Use hand signals when turning, slowing, 

and stopping. The standard hand signals 

are left arm out for “left turn,” right arm out 

for “right turn,” and left arm down for “stop.”

Ride single �le, leaving passing gaps for 

cars.

Call out “car back!” when appropriate.

Point out road hazards.

Ride predictably and obey all tra�c laws. 

Ride in a straight line and remain on the 

road. Be alert.

You have the right to take possession of a 

travel lane to set up for a left turn, to pass 

another vehicle, or to avoid an unsafe 

situation. 

Yield to pedestrians.
